It’s so 
important to keep in touch. I am a porcelain 
painting teacher with the IPAT Master Teacher 
and Artist certification, and I live in Switzerland. 
Here in Europe, there are a lot of Porcelain 
painters stopped to paint during the pandemic. A 
lot of exhibitions were and are cancelled; it’s sad. 
For this reason, it’s important that ladies like you, 
continue to inform us about the work done at the 
other side of our planet.

I was born in 1955 in Burgdorf, Switzerland. After 
schooling and learning horticulture, I discovered 
china painting in 1977.

I teach in my studio, 5x per week. I have about 20 
students weekly. Everyone is free to paint the 
subject they want. I am not a specialist, I am an 
all-rounder, but my favourite subjects are flowers. 
On request I move around and give seminars in 
other studios in Switzerland, France and in the 
Brockville school in Canada. I also sell white 
porcelain, colours, and other supplies. 
 
In the difficult pandemic times, I think it is very 
important we do not lose the contact with other 
painters and students. I transformed my studio 
with plexi glasses and enough distance, so I give 
classes in complete safety. Everyone wore masks 
and all my students were very grateful. For a few 
hours they could paint without thinking about 
pandemic or lockdown. Now things are going 
much better in our country, and we have found 
our freedom to move.
